
 

Remote Learning 
This week's newsletter is entirely devoted to the school's revised remote learning offer. Over the past 

few days, you may have seen your child help their class teacher test links and access content. We have 

been delighted with the take up during the beta phase and I am sure that there will still be bumps that 

need ironing out. My staff are committed to offering high-quality face to face learning. Ryefield's remote 

learning offer consists of three daily face to face sessions, along with some offline tasks, that can be 
completed either independently or under parental supervision. 

Please note that your children will be required to login to their lesson 5 minutes before the learning 

commences. This allows teachers to take the register. All lessons will be uploaded to the cloud to 

support independent learning, whilst also allowing pupils who were unable to attend the live lesson 
access the learning. 

As a rule of thumb, the morning sessions will be following a three-part model. The start of the lesson will 

be teacher-led, with resources used to model the learning, along with the opportunity for your child to 

ask questions or be given feedback by their teacher. During the middle part of the session, your child will 

be set some work by your teacher and they will be expected to complete it independently. The class 

teacher will remain online (possibly with camera or mic muted to avoid distraction) and your child can 

approach them for assistance and support, just as they would in the classroom. The final part of the 

session will involve the class coming together to recap on their learning, clarify misconceptions, share 
good examples and mark their work at the point of learning. 



The afternoon sessions will involve a story read by a member of staff, and then some topic work.  Some 

of the afternoon tasks will need to be done independently and away from the computer. During these 

sessions, your child's teacher will detail their expectations for that afternoon's offline learning.  

 

On top of those tasks we expect the following: 

• Independent reading (20 minutes a day) 

• Times Tables practice (15 minutes a day) via TT Rockstars 

• Spelling practice (15 minutes a day) via Spelling Shed

These will be posted on Google Classroom at the beginning of each week:  

• Recorded Powerpoint of directed tasks  - includes Literacy, Maths, CL & EAD activities 

• Daily phonics activities - focussing on listening skills/ rhythm/ rhyme/ alliteration  

• Activities set on Education City - Literacy, Maths, Science (dependent on theme of the week) 

• Colouring Sheets & counting Sheets 

• Fine Motor / pencil control sheets (linked to weekly theme) 

• Daily Story Time Videos - from Mrs McGee/Miss Sheppard will be posted and a PE activity on a 
Thursday

Please note that the above image details the areas of learning that would have been covered in school.  

Parents may wish to use this as a reference point to support the activities that can be  undertaken at 

home.  

• These will be posted on Google Classroom at the beginning of each day:  

• Recorded Powerpoint of directed tasks - Over the week this will include 2 Literacy,  



• 2 Maths & 1 other Area of Learning, plus Expressive Arts and Design or Fine Motor tasks to 
complete RWI videos & link to Oxford Owl Activities, 

• Education City - Literacy, Maths, Science (dependent on the theme of the week),  

• Daily Story Time Videos - from Reception staff and a PE activity once a week   

• We have also included a couple of folders on Google Classroom for EYFS parents to dip in and 

out of:· 'Top 10' Activities for Remote Learning with EYFS children (for each area of learning, 
including Forest School activities) 

• Fun things to Try at Home - playdough recipe, homemade paints, science experiments etc 

Year 1 

 

* Also available via Google Classroom:- Information for parents. In this area we will add any useful 

information e.g. 'How to upload photos to Google Classroom' - Useful Resources. This area contains 

additional resources to support your child's learning e.g. 'Word mat', 'Number-lines', 'Lined/Squared 

paper printables'. We will add any extra resources we may think are useful as time progresses.  

* Each week there will also be a new Education City task and a new set of spellings on Spelling Shed for 
your child to learn. This is continuation of the work set each week as homework - before Christmas.  



* PE lesson activities can be found under each 'Lockdown week'. They are dated and information is 
attached within that sub-heading.  

Please ensure your child logs in on time and if you are having issues please let us know and we will do 

our best to assist you. The afternoon sessions will be live for the first half hour or so when the class 

teacher will read a story and introduce the directed tasks. After they have introduced the task, your 
child will be required to carry out the tasks themselves. 

Year 2 

 

Directed tasks – The class teacher will instruct your child to complete an independent task based on 

either – Science, Geography, History, Art, PSHE etc and this time should also be used to watch the Read 

Write Inc. (RWI) phonic lesson. The work should then be uploaded to Google Classroom.  



Year 3 

 

Please upload photos of any of the work you complete on google classroom.  

We will be starting with our Science topic which is Rocks and Soils before moving onto our Geography 

topic. This should give you time to do any extra research you may wish to do. We will continue to add a 

few extra resources onto google classroom for you to use and complete if you feel you would like some 

extra activities to do. There will also be activities on Education City and don’t forget keep on top of your 

tables on TTRS.  



Year 4 

 

Year 4 will teach remotely via Google meet. The links will be posted daily before each lesson starts.We 

will be using a mix of live flip-charts, PowerPoint, mymaths, Oak academy and education city to facilitate 
a weekly timetable that closely reflects the one Year 4 undertook whilst at school.  

We will post the necessary worksheets for each lesson the day before giving you ample time to find and 

print. (If you are able).  The worksheets we post are to be completed in the 'live' lesson and not prior.  

The set tasks can be completed on sheets of plain or lined paper and the online sheets used for 
reference. 



Year 5 

 

Year 5 teachers will be using ‘Google Meet’ and sending individual classes invites to join for each session, 

all work will be uploaded on to ‘Google classroom’.  Children will also be expected to use sites such as 
My Maths and Education City.  



Year 6 

 

Your child will join the English and Maths group that they were set in school. Each group has its own 

classroom. At the designated time they need to click the link at the top of the classroom and join their 
teacher and their classmates.  

The afternoon session will be based in their registration classes; they should click the l ink at the top for 
their class: Curie or Churchill.
